
 

“Christian” for them 
meant certain difficulty 
and hardship.  But, they 
bore that reproach 
gladly, and rejoiced in 
the fact that they were 

being called, “Christians.” 

 Carry that label 
with honor, dignity and 
integrity.  Let others see 
in you what it really 
means to be a 
“Christian.”  Never mar 
that name, that label of 
honor that was first given 
to our spiritual ancestors 
during a time of great 
suffering and persecu-
tion.  What a privilege it 
is to be one who is asso-
ciated with the Lord Jesus 
Christ, one who is called 

a “Christian.” 

Ac 11:26 And when he had 
found him, he brought him 
unto Antioch. And it came to 
pass, that a whole year they 
assembled themselves with 
the church, and taught much 
people. And the disciples 
were called Christians first in 

Antioch. 

 Labels can be det-
rimental, derogatory, and 
demeaning.  They can also 
be a badge of honor.  Per-
haps the label “Christian” 
was originally intended to 
be one of mockery and per-
secution, but it soon became 
a favorite title for those 
who were followers of Jesus 
Christ.  They considered it 
an honor to be recognized 
as one who associates with 
the Blessed Savior. The 
name “Christian” is only 

found three times in Scrip-
ture.  After the first refer-
ence in Acts, it is next found 
spoken by King Agrippa 
when he said to Paul, 
“Almost thou persuadest me 
to be a Christian.”  Some 
have interpreted Agrippa’s 
remarks as meaning, “Paul, 
do you think you are going 
to persuade me to be a 
Christian?”  I rather think that 
he truly was considering the 
idea of becoming a follower 

of Christ himself. 

 The final reference 
is found in Peter’s first epis-
tle.  In this verse he speaks 
of those who are suffering 
because of their faith; “…if 
any man suffer as a Chris-
tian….”  Many were suffer-
ing because of their faith in 
that day.  The label

Scofield is 

the author of the widely 

used Scofield reference 

Bible, Chafer is the foun-

der of Dallas Theological 

Seminary and the author 

of many books, and 

McGee is the producer 

and speaker on Thru the 

Bible Radio. How are 

these men connected? 

After being ordained in 

1900, Chafer became in-

volved with the ministry of 

Scofield, who became a 

sort of mentor to Chafer. 

Together they started the 

Philadelphia School of the 

Bible. After the death of 

Scofield in 1921, Chafer 

took over the pastorate of 

his church in Dallas, TX. 

In 1924 Chafer founded 

Dallas Theological Semi-

nary. J. Vernon McGee 

received his doctorate 

from DTS and Chafer was 

one of his professors. Paul 

exhorted Timothy “And the 

things that thou has heard 

of me among many wit-

nesses, the same commit 

thou to faithful men, who 

shall be able to teach oth-

ers also (2 Tim 2:2).” This 

same principle is seen in 

the lives of these three 

men. God saved these 

three men, connected 

their lives and saved thou-

sands upon thousands of 

souls. “O the depth of the 

riches both of the wisdom 

and knowledge of God! 

(Rom 11:33).” These men 

were just men, but they 

are still making an impact 

for Christ! Let us praise 

God for His wisdom!!

mythology, when one of the 

gods would procreate with a 

chosen woman! This truly 

exposes the nature of this 

cult.

The Courts of the Temple 

 You find the word “Temple” 182 times in the Bible.  As seen in the Word of God, the Temple 

speaks of a building hallowed by the special presence of God, and set aside for His worship. The Temple 

of the One true God was constructed by Jewish hands under the leadership of King Solomon. Solomon’s 

temple was destroyed by the Babylonians, and the Temple that we read of in the New Testament was 

built by Herod the Great. In the period of time before the crucifixion of our Savior, the Temple was the 

only way to God. The lowest and most outer court formed a square of 750 feet, and this area was called 

the court of the Gentiles. The name is derived from the fact that this area was open to all, Jews and 

Gentiles. As you walk past the Court of the Gentiles, the court you come to would be the Court of 

Women. It was called this because women could go no further except for sacrificial purposes. Past the 

Court of Women and up fifteen steps you come to two courts which in reality form only one, the Court of 

Israel and the Court of the Priests. The Court of Israel was a small narrow section, then up two steps 

was the Court of the Priests. Each of these courts got closer and closer to the Holy of Holies, which was 

separated by a veil and contained the Ark of the Covenant, atop the Ark was the Mercy Seat where the 

blood of the atonement was sprinkled once per year by the high priest. God promised Moses in Exodus 

that He would dwell above the Mercy Seat. Thus the Holy of Holies was the place where God dwelt. The 

high priest was the only one that could enter the Holy of Holies, and only once per year. The various 

Courts of the Temple served as a reminder that all men, even the posterity of Abraham, were separated 

from God. It also bore witness to the fact that the Law of Moses could only carry them so close to He 

that dwelt above the Mercy Seat. Such is not the case today. When Jesus yielded up His life on the cross 

of Calvary, “the veil of the temple was rent in twain from the top to the bottom (Matt 27:51)” and we Gen-

tiles who were once afar off are “made nigh by the blood of Christ (Eph 2:13). There is no longer Jew and 

Gentile because He who is our peace “hath made both one, and hath broken down the middle wall of par-

tition between us; having abolished in His flesh the enmity…(Eph 2:14-15).” There is no longer an ines-

capable punishment from the law for “He took it out of the way, nailing it to His cross (Col 2:14).” There is 

no longer an imperfect high priest which entered an imperfect holy place with an imperfect sacrifice, for 

“we have a Great High Priest, that is passed into the heavens, Jesus the Son of God (Heb 4:14),” and our 

High Priest entered “Neither by the blood of goats and calves, but by His own Blood He entered once into 

the holy place, having obtained eternal redemption for us (Heb 9:12).”  We are therefore invited to “come 

boldly to the throne of grace (Heb 4:16).”
